OPPORTUNITIES FOR SERVICE at KANAPOLIS FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH, 2010 - 2011
MINISTRY TEAMS

The heart of our church is ministry.  We exist to serve God by serving each other, our com-
munity, and the world.  There are multiple teams where you can find a way to help guide our 
church family’s service in the areas of worship, evangelism, discipleship, fellowship, and 
ministry.

Preschool Ministry Team members work to ensure a balanced ministry of learning, evan-
gelism, discipleship, recreation, and celebration for children, birth through kindergarten, 
and their parents.  
Children’s Ministry Team exists to ensure a balanced ministry of learning, evangelism, 
discipleship, recreation and celebration for children in grades 1—6 and their parents.  
Youth Ministry Team works closely with students in grades seven through twelve to en-
sure a balanced ministry with opportunities in worship, evangelism, discipleship, fellow-
ship, and serving.  As youth transition from childhood to adolescence and adulthood, this 
ministry team seeks to provide leadership in life’s changes and transitions.
College Ministry Team members minister to our college students by providing opportuni-
ties for Bible study, service and  fellowship as their time and ability to participate permit.
Men’s Ministry Teammembers work to plan and promote opportunities for our men to 
worship, serve, and grow as both servants and leaders in the church, the home, and 
workplace. This team encompasses the Handyman Ministry, Baptist Men, and the mission 
ministries to our young men (Lads, Crusaders, RAs).
Women’s Ministry Teamprovides our women with opportunities to worship serve and 
grow as both servants and leaders in the church, the home and workplace. Besides coor-
dinating ministry events (retreats and Bible studies), the Women’s Ministry Team will 
include the WMU Director and will support and encourage missions education (GA’s, Ac-
teens, Women on Mission) and missions projects. 
Senior Adult Ministry Teamministers to our senior adults by providing opportunities to 
worship, serve, grow and experience support, fellowship and encouragement.  This team 
develops a well-rounded year of activities and opportunities.
Prayer Ministry Teamguides and mobilizes the prayer efforts of our church (Watchman 
Prayer Line, Prayer Chain, Prayer Events) on behalf of people, ministries and situations 
that need God’s help and intervention. This team calls attention to the power and impor-
tance of prayer in the lives of individuals and in the life of the Church. 
Soccer Ministry Teamleads our outreach soccer ministry with children by organizing pub-
licity, promotion, tryouts, coaches, scheduling, field preparation, devotions and the final 
season celebration. 
Parish Nurse Ministry Teamprovides opportunities for dedicated, well-qualified profes-
sionals seeking the challenges of community care combined with the spiritual values 
of promoting health to serve their church family by designing and implementing a health 
ministry program.
Missions Teammembers lead our church in reaching out to the community and the 
world.  This team determines the best ways for our church to minister physically and 
spiritually to the needs of people as we obey the Great Commandment and the Great 
Commission.  Mission trips, projects and promotions take place within the scope of this 
team’s leadership.
Ordinances Ministry Teamsare responsible for the practical aspects of carrying out the 
ordinances that remind us of our Lord’s sacrifice and call to be His disciples. 
Church Life Fellowship Ministry Teamcoordinates the fellowship (and food!) opportuni-
ties we enjoy as a church family. 
Sound and Video Ministry Teammembers rotate responsibility for operating the sound 
system in our sanctuary for the worship services and events we offer. Additionally, this 
team creates and implements video and multi-media presentations to enhance worship.
Worship Enrichment Teamserves our church family by decorating the sanctuary for wor-
ship services, seasonal celebrations and holidays. 
Welcome Ministry Teammembers warmly welcome those who enter our sanctuary for 
worship each week. 
Ushersassist in worship leadership by distributing worship bulletins, receiving the offer-
ing, assisting people in finding seats and providing security during the worship time by 
locking doors and being available to assist anyone who enters our building later than 
usual.

Angel Tree Ministry Teamcoordinates our church’s ministry to adopted families at Christ-
mas time by procuring names of needy families promoting the gathering of food and gifts 
within the church.  
Members-at-Home Visitorsvisit with and encourage our church members who are unable 
to participate in our church activities.  They help our members at home or nursing centers 
remain connected to the life of our church family.
Cookie Ministry Team reaches out to first-time visitors with a brief visit that includes the 
gift of yummy cookies.

MISSIONS EDUCATION
Mission Friends, Royal Ambassadors and Girls in Action expose our preschoolers and chil-
dren (ages 3-grade 6) to the world of missions, serving and missionaries.  Missions educa-
tion and promotion are emphasized by leaders who help our children to understand that 
they can be missionaries anywhere at any age. 

MUSIC MINISTRIES
There are many opportunities to serve in our music ministries! Our music ministry exists to 
offer leadership in worship, cultivate talents, gifts and abilities and help people to build 
lives of worship and praise. We offer choirs for ages 3 through senior adults and choir 
chimes/handbell choirs for ages 3- adults.

WEEKLY BIBLE TEACHING & SUPPORT MINISTRIES
Sunday Schoolis our church’s primary Bible teaching ministry.  Teachers and leaders are 
needed in all areas: preschool, children, youth and adult.  Teachers have a chance to impart 
Biblical truth, encourage people to pursue God’s Word during the week and deepen the 
bonds of fellowship among a small group of Christians.  
Childcare during worship (aka “Extended Session Childcare”)is a major opportunity for 
serving in our church family.  Often, people with young children visit our church to worship, 
to seek a church home or to find encouragement for the upcoming week. A safe, loving and 
warm childcare environment speaks volumes about God’s love and our openness as a 
church family. We offer childcare during worship for birth-age 3.  Four and Five-year-olds 
attend part of the worship service, and then leave for Children’s Church after the Words for 
our Children. Extended Session workers typically serve one Sunday per month.  
Children’s Church,a ministry to 4-6 year olds (and their parents!) during the worship hour, 
is a wonderful opportunity for one-Sunday-a-month service. 

ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEES
Finance Committeeprovides leadership for the church’s financial needs and prepares an 
annual budget for the church family’s approval.  The committee meets monthly to review 
our church’s receipts and expenditures and any other business related to money manage-
ment.
Historical Committeeworks to keep our history and legacy up to date and available to our 
church family. The committee maintains the history room and often shares stories and 
snapshots from our church’s people and ministries.
Scholarship Committeepromotes and awards the Coffey Scholarship to students preparing 
for church-related vocations. Committee members review applications, select candidates, 
and promote the scholarship’s availability to qualified candidates.  
Nominating Committeepromotes places to serve within our church family and helps to 
match willing people with roles, offices, teams and committees where they can best serve 
God and help our church be the body of Christ.
Personnel Committeeprovides guidance, support and leadership in hiring, managing and 
resourcing all non-ministerial employees.  This committee assesses the human resources 
needs of our church and helps to identify the right people to serve our church.
Property Committeeprovides leadership in managing the physical property and assets of 
our church (Main Street location, Midway location, vehicles and equipment) and facilitating 
repairs, improvements and solutions when problems arise.
Counting Committeecounts all tithes and offerings on Sunday morning and ensures their 
safe deposit with our local bank.  The committee rotates responsibilities over four different 
teams with a member counting about once per month.
Constitution & By-Laws Committeeserves the church by occasionally reviewing our consti-
tution and by-laws and by proposing any necessary changes to ensure that our church fam-
ily is able to live out its mission of building a community of disciples for Christ. 

NEW FOR OUR CHILDREN!  Children (up through 6th Grade) are encouraged to pick up 
one of the NEW “Hands-On” Children’s Study Bibles that have been purchased for their 
use during the worship hour. These Bibles have been placed in baskets on the front pew 
on both sides of the Sanctuary and  in a basket in the foyer. Additionally, a customized 
sermon outline to better help children engage in the Bible-teaching portion of our wor-
ship hour is now available with the Bibles.

Come on out to the ballgame! Our men’s softball team plays a game or two 
every week at Baker’s Creek Park—check out “This Week at Kannapolis First 
Baptist” for this week’s games, then come out and support the team!
